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On Sunday morning and following last years’ successful circumnavigation with 17
boats, the main event is a leisurely cruise around the Isle of Wight. The event is
open to all members whether you have racers or family cruising boats that are
capable of carrying sufficient fuel to complete the 60nm trip together with a small
amount of reserve fuel — suggested 20%. Last year, we completed the
circumnavigation in a gentle 4 hours which included a lunch stop and it was great fun

and a fabulous way to see the Island.

The plan this year is to meet and raft-up in Thorness Bay at 11.30 am on Sunday
morning for a final briefing before leaving at 12:00 noon. This should allow sufficient
time for any sore heads to settle prior to departure and then the short run west down
towards the Needles. We are planning to have an early lunch stop in Alum Bay for
an hour or so before continuing onwards to arrive at St Catherine’s Point (most
southerly point of the Island) at slack water which is around 2.45pm..
